� Foreign nationals
� Late repatriates
� EU citizens

Come to our Education Centre during our office 
hours. We will check your admission requirements 
for you and submit your application 

� for admission to the BAMF integration course
� for exemption from costs and
� reimbursement of travel expenses

We will also arrange an appointment to have your 
language level assessed.

To register, please bring the following with you: 

� Your identity card/passport
� Valid certificate of registration
� Authorisation to attend the integration course

from the Job Centre or obligation to attend from
the Immigration Authority Registration Office or
Social Welfare Office

� Benefit notification (Job Centre, Social Welfare
Office, Employment Agency), housing benefit
notification

final exams at the end of your course.
